Infringements are issued in accordance
with Section 43 of the Water Supply (Safety and
Reliability) Act 2008, with fines applicable to both
individuals and corporate customers. Council
reserves the right to issue fines with penalties set in
accordance with the State Penalties Enforcement
Regulation 2014. To report a breach of the current
